ELIGIBILITY: Any upper division student majoring in the field of environmental health science who attends a 
California college or university with an accredited Environmental Science Program and whose 
intention is to become a Registered Environmental Health Specialist upon completion of studies 
is eligible. Applicant must be a permanent legal resident of California. 

APPLICATION PROCEDURE: 
1. Application packages must be electronically submitted to the California Environmental Health Association 

(CEHA) Awards Committee, no later than December 31st. 
 

2. Applications must be accompanied by a letter of endorsement from the institution’s Chair of Environmental 
Health Programs/Advisor. 

 
3. An official transcript of all completed college course work must be electronically submitted to the Awards 

Committee by the submittal date.
