They met and will set up a swimming pool/VGB one day training at the Santa Clara Health Department in July.  They are also planning for a training on organized camp regulations in September and another ventilation training in February.  Other possibilities include: trainings on Red Cross disaster preparedness, situational awareness-verbal judo, winery wastewater or hazmat.  The social committee includes Yvonne, Phil, Ron, Art and Matt. We met and set up an outing at an Oakland A’s baseball game on July 19 with a pre-game tailgate party and maybe bowling afterwards.
